Disc one: 23 songs (65.57) – May 18th, 1989.

Jam with Diamond Darrell and Kerry King:

1) Power Metal 6.56

Kerry and Dime practicing the middle break for “Power Metal” as well as several other riffs.

2) Power Metal 0.36

Kerry on rhythm guitar, and Dime playing the main solo to “Power Metal”.

3) Metalstorm/Face the Slayer 2.04

Dime plays several riffs and then Kerry plays the entire “Metalstorm” and a bit of “Face the Slayer” as well.  Kerry on vocals for a bit.

4) Jam 1.27

Several unidentified riffs by both Kerry and Dime.

Practice with all four members of Pantera, and Kerry King:

5) South of Heaven 3.24

Kerry on rhythm guitar, Dime does most of the leads.

6) South of Heaven 1.58

Several main riffs from “South of Heaven”, including some rhythm by Dime.

7) Slayer Medley 1.31

Kerry King plays riffs from “Dead Skin Mask” (several months before the album Seasons in the Abyss came out!), “The Antichrist”, “Metalstorm”, “Face the Slayer”, “Aggressive Perfector”, “Raining Blood”, and “South of Heaven”.  Vinnie provides drum accompaniment, and Phil joins in on vocals on “Raining Blood”.

8) South of Heaven 3.24

Entire band again, this time a bit less successful!  Kerry does a bit more of the leads.

9) Raining Blood 2.52

Entire band including special guest, with Kerry doing most of the rhythm, and Dime several leads as well as some of those memorable two-guitar riffs in the middle.

10) Raining Blood 2.58

Same thing, with similar guitar assignments.

11) South of Heaven 4.14

Once again, this time executed perfectly.  Both Kerry and Dime do lead and rhythm.

12) Power Metal 4.01

Entire band, and Kerry.  Dime doing most of the leads and rhythm, with Kerry doing the riffs under the solos.

13) Children of the Sea  0.23

Very spontaneous.  Kerry doing most of the rhythm.

14) Power Metal 4.20

Entire song, successfully executed.  Guitar assignments similar to previous version.

15) At Dawn They Sleep 0.46

Brought to you by Kerry King, with Vinnie doing a bit of drum accompaniment.

16) Deathtrap 4.06

Mostly Dime on guitars, with Kerry adding some leads.

Judas Priest rehearsal, featuring all of Pantera and Kerry King.

17) The Green Manalishi/Victim of Changes 5.23

The first two verses of “The Green Manalishi”, followed by the middle part of “Victim of Changes”, and then the rest of “The Green Manalishi”.  Dime does most of the leads, and Kerry most of the rhythms.  

18) Metal Gods 3.21

Kerry does almost all of the rhythm, and Dime does the solo.

19) Hell Bent for Leather 3.12

Dime does most of the rhythm, except for the break right before the first verse, which are Kerry.  Kerry also does the main solo.  Dime inexplicably starts the intro again after Kerry’s first break, so they start again!

20) You Don’t Have to Be Old to Be Wise 0.15

A Diamond Darrell production.  Vinnie joins in on drums, and Rex on bass.

21) Hell Bent for Leather 2.26

Kerry does the main solo again.  Phil screws up a bit of the lyrics but the song doesn’t stop.

22) Hell Bent for Leather 2.15

Same guitar assignments again.  Song done perfectly this time.

23) Interview/Assorted Talking 1.57

Phil yabbering mostly, with Dime and Vinnie also making an appearance.


Disc two: 10 songs (46.16) – May 19th, 1989.

Pantera live performance.

“Heresy” was played for the first time at this gig, and “We’ll Meet Again” for maybe the last time.  It was replaced in the setlist with “Cemetery Gates” later in 1989.

Kerry King appears on tracks 7 through 10, with the guitar assignments identical to the rehearsal.
